We are going to have a classroom debate with our 8th graders.  The debate is going to be based around the fast food chain of McDonalds.  Listed below are the roles needed in the debate and their purpose/objective…

Team One: (4-7 students)

Team one is a group of McDonalds businessmen and women who are arguing the fact that their fast food can be included in a healthy lifestyle and the claims being made in articles and documentaries can’t be proven.

Team Two: (4-7 students)

Team two is a group of lawyers, nutritionists, and parents who will be arguing the fact that fast food can not fit into a healthy lifestyle and that fast food chains should be outlawed.

Jury: (3-6 students)

The jury is going to be a panel of students who decides who won the debate.  They will take notes of the best points made by the two teams and vote on which team won the debate.

Judge: (Mr. Hutchings)

Mr. Hutchings will be keeping order in the classroom and making sure every voice gets heard.  He will take the votes from the jury and declare a winner based on the juries votes.

Grading of the Debate:

The Teams: (teams will have time to research in class together and decide who says what during the debate)…
· Must have more than 8 relevant facts as a team throughout the debate 

· Must sell their side of the debate with knowledge and confidence

The Jury: (jury will work as a team in class before the day of the debate)

· Must take down at least 8 relevant/significant notes combined from the teams throughout the debate

· Must vote yes or no and explain why on their piece of paper
