Illegal Drug Use Project

This is a project in which the class will divide into groups no bigger than three people.  The three people in the group are responsible for working together to create a KeyNote presentation and a skit on an illegal drug that they draw randomly.  This project will count as two grades in the book and will also be the major assessment for this unit.  Below are the criteria for both parts of the project….

KeyNote Presentation: (No pictures of actual drug)

* The KeyNote presentation needs to be a minimum of 6 slides…

* Slide #1: Title Page (who’s in group)

* Slide #2: What’s your drug? History?

* Slide #3: What does your drug do? (Pg. 310-320)

* Slide #4: The legalities of it (Can you use, sell, or buy it?)

* Slide #5: Health risks or effects

* Slide #6: A true story about someone who took it and had complications (make sure it is appropriate)

* If you would like to add any other slides you may…

Skit: 

* The skit needs to include the following…

* A created situation by the group that shows the ability to say “no” to peer pressure

* There is a reason you might be saying “no”, so explain it!!!!

* It must send a powerful message about resistance skills

* Use real life scenarios (student athletes, dances, after school activities, friends, etc.)  

* The skit must include a natural high from the student(s) saying “no” in the skit…

Grading:

* The grading for this project is very basic.  If you include all that is above you will receive a 3.  Ways that you can receive a 4 is by creating a video to show to the class instead of performing a skit up front.  Depending on how far you take your KeyNote, there is also some room for exceeds credit there as well…
